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The Implementing Regulations of the Weapons and Ammunition Law
Issued by the Royal Decree No. M/45 dated 25/07/1426 AH
Article One:

Types of individual firearms:

a. Revolvers and pistols.

b. Single-shot rifles.

c. Internal magazine rifles.

d. Regular rifles with detachable magazines.

e. Automatic rifles with magazines.

f. Hunting fire rifles with smoothbore barrel (shotgun).

Article Five:

5/1: Conditions that shall be met by an applicant for a license to practice the activity of importing and selling antique weapons:

1. The applicant shall be a Saudi citizen.

2. The age of the license applicant shall not be less than twenty-two years.

3. The applicant shall be free from the disabilities and diseases that hinder him from practicing activity.

4. The applicant shall have no criminal record.

5. The applicant shall be free from any security restrictions that prevent him from practicing the activity.

6. The applicant shall have a commercial registration or be licensed by the competent government authorities if it is a club, association or private establishment.

5/2: Procedures for granting licenses to practice the activity of importing and selling antique weapons:

1. The license application shall be submitted to the Public Security represented by the weapons and explosives departments in the regional police stations, according to the form prepared.

2. The application shall be submitted to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior after being studied by the Public Security and ensured that the necessary conditions are met to obtain the Minister’s initial approval of the request.

3. After the initial approval is issued, the applicant shall be given a period of one hundred and eighty days from the date of issuance to prepare the shop and complete the following requirements:

a. Submit a copy of the national ID or the registration certificate and the incorporation contract with copies of the owners' IDs if the applicant is a company or commercial establishment.

b. Submit a copy of a valid commercial registration or a copy of what proves the existence of a license from the competent government authorities if the applicant is a club, association or private establishment.

c. Sign a declaration that the antique firearms were made before the year 1900 and provide proof of this when they are imported.

4. In case that the requirements cannot be completed within the specified period, the approval is considered null unless the delay is for a reason acceptable to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior.

5. The General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior completes the necessary procedures to issue the license and it is renewed whenever the licensee complies with its conditions.

5/3: Antique weapons may be brought for the purpose of acquisition, provided that they do not exceed three pieces in one year.

5/4: It is provided that the antique firearms were made before the year 1900.

5/5: The procedures mentioned in Article 9/7 shall be applied in case that the license to practice the activity of importing and selling antique weapons is terminated.

Article Eight:

Weapons may not be carried within the borders of the Two Holy Mosques, mosques, near military or petroleum areas, places and areas where it is declared not to be approached, government departments, airports, schools, streets, public gatherings and during private or public celebrations. Weapons may not be carried in a visible way.
Provisions of License

Article Nine:

9/1: The conditions that shall be met by the applicant for a license to practice the activity of importing, purchasing and selling individual firearms, hunting weapons, air rifles, their spare parts, accessories and ammunition:

1. The age of the license applicant shall not be less than twenty-five years.

2. The applicant shall be free from the disabilities and diseases that hinder him from practicing activity.

3. The applicant shall have no criminal record.

4. The applicant shall have no security restrictions that prevent him from practicing the activity.

5. The applicant shall be commercially registered or licensed by the competent government authorities if it is a club, association or private establishment.

9/2: Procedures for granting licenses to practice the activity of importing, purchasing and selling individual firearms, hunting weapons, air rifles, their spare parts, accessories and ammunition:

1. The license application shall be submitted to the Public Security represented by the weapons and explosives departments in the regional police stations, according to the form prepared.

2. The request is submitted to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior after being studied by the Public Security and ensured that the conditions and requirements are met to obtain the Minister’s initial approval of the request.

3. After the initial approval is issued, the applicant is given a period of one hundred and eighty days from the date when he is notified of the issuance to complete the following requirements:

a. Provide weapons storerooms with the submission of a certificate by the Public Security stating that the security requirements are met and that the conditions of the storerooms mentioned in Article (9/10) are met, and a certificate from the Civil Defense stating that the safety requirements are met.

b. Submit a copy of the national ID or the registration certificate and the incorporation contract with copies of the owners' IDs if the applicant is a company or commercial establishment.

c. Submit a copy of a valid commercial registration or a copy of what proves the existence of a license from the competent government authorities if the applicant is a club, association, or private establishment.

d. Provide an unconditional bank guarantee in the amount of five hundred thousand Saudi riyals, valid for the duration of the license.

e. Develop an electronic system for monitoring inventory and tracking incoming and outgoing in accordance with the Public Security requirements.

f. Provide guard services by establishing a security department or contracting with one of the companies or establishments of civil security guards if the activity is related to firearms.

g. Appoint a warehouse keeper who meets the conditions for granting licenses to carry and acquire individual firearms.

4. In case that the requirements cannot be completed within the specified period, approval is considered null unless the delay is for a reason acceptable to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior.

5. The General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior completes the necessary procedures for issuing the license and it is renewed whenever the licensee complies with the conditions required.

6. The issued license shall be related to the activity in a specific city or governorate.

9/3: Procedures for requesting the import of firearms and hunting weapons:

1. The licensee submits a list of the names of those interested in purchasing firearms to the regional police.

2. After ensuring that the conditions for obtaining a license to carry and acquire individual firearms are met by those interested in purchasing, the list is returned to the licensee of selling to complete the import procedures and provide the regional police with a list showing the weapons information.

3. The application shall be submitted to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior after being studied by the Public Security and ensured that the requirements are completed.

4. The General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior completes the procedures for issuing the import permit and notify the Public Security.

5. The licensee shall inform the regional police in writing before starting to import each shipment for a period not less than fourteen days, including what the shipment contains, its port of entry, time of arrival, place to be stored and its capacity.

9/4: Procedures for requesting the import of spare parts, accessories and ammunition of individual firearms and hunting weapons:

1. The Public Security studies import requests and submits them to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior.

2. The General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior completes the procedures for issuing the import permit and notifies the Public Security.

3. The licensee shall inform the regional police in writing before starting to import each shipment for a period not less than fourteen days, including what the shipment contains, its port of entry, time of arrival, place to be stored and its capacity.

9/5: Procedures for requesting the import of air rifles, their spare parts, accessories and ammunition:

1. The licensee submits to the regional police a request to import the permissible quantity of air rifles annually, provided that it does not exceed five thousand rifles and fifty million rounds according to the form prepared for that.

2. The application is submitted to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior after being studied by the Public Security and ensured that the requirements are completed.

3. The import permit is issued by the Minister, indicating the types, classes and quantities, and is valid until the end of the Hijri year. It can be exploited by partial import of quantities and in the form of separate shipments throughout the year.

4. The licensee shall inform the regional police in writing before starting to import each shipment for a period of no less than fourteen days, including what the shipment contains, its port of entry, time of arrival, place to be stored and its capacity, and take into account that the total of stored quantities shall not exceed the quantity specified in Article (9 / 5 / 1).

9/6: Regulations for clearing shipments of individual firearms, hunting weapons, air rifles, their spare parts, accessories and ammunition:

1. The content of the imported shipment shall match what is written in the clearance permit. A committee consisting of the Saudi Customs and the department of weapons and explosives at the regional police and the relevant authorities undertakes to inspect the shipment and count its contents at the port of arrival and ensure that it matches the clearance permit, then a report shall be written and signed by the committee members and the licensee or his representative.

2. If the content of the imported shipment includes items or quantities that do not match the clearance permit, the violation shall be seized according to a report signed by the committee members. The importer shall be asked to re-export the violating items and quantities to their source, and the competent authorities shall be informed of a copy of what is done against the importer.

3. All imported weapons shall be marked with a unique mark that includes the name of the manufacturer, country of manufacture, serial number, year of manufacture and any other marks decided by the competent authority.

9/7: Procedures to be followed in case of terminating the license to practice the activity of importing, purchasing and selling air rifles, their spare parts, accessories and ammunition:

1. If the license termination results from not fulfilling one of the conditions that shall be met by the licensee to practice the activity or the licensee’s desire to terminate his license, he or his representative shall be notified to dispose of the shop’s air rifles, their spare parts, accessories and ammunition by selling them to another licensed shop or exporting them after the approval of the competent authorities in the destination country.
2. If the license termination is a result of death, the heirs of the deceased or their representative shall be notified of ceding the activity to one of the heirs or another person who meets the conditions for granting a license to practice the same activity. Otherwise, the shop content shall be cleared and disposed of in accordance with the provisions of Paragraph (9 / 7 / 1).

3. In case that it is not possible to dispose of or re-export air rifles, their spare parts, accessories and ammunition, a committee from the Public Security and the relevant authorities shall be formed to take the necessary measures according to a report to be submitted to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior.

9/8: Types of weapons, their spare parts and accessories allowed to be imported:

1. Fire handguns of caliber 9 mm and below, fire rifles, ammunition and accessories, with the exception of automatic rifles, for shops and entities licensed to sell firearms.

2. Air rifles whose caliber does not exceed (6.35) and power (80) joules and air guns whose caliber does not exceed (4.5) and power (12) joules, for the shops and entities licensed to sell air rifles.

3. Fire revolvers, fire pistols, fire rifles, ammunition and accessories for Saudi establishments and companies whose work nature requires some of their employees to be armed.

4. Fire revolvers, fire pistols, fire rifles, ammunition, accessories, training weapons and all kinds of air rifles, with the exception of automatic fire rifles, for shooting clubs.

5. Riflescopes whose lens diameter does not exceed 50mm and have a magnification degree of no more than 12x. They shall not have infrared, night and thermal vision and do not contain an electrical circuit that emits light that appears directly on the target or on the lens.

6. Weapons spare parts and accessories, as determined by the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior with the participation of the Public Security.

9/9: Conditions for transporting and storing imported shipments:

The importer shall provide a safe means of transportation to transport the shipment or contract with a specialized security company to transport it as determined by the supervising security authority, taking into account the following:

1. He shall not combine firearms and ammunition in one shipment.

2. The driver shall carry evidence that proves that the shipment is legal and belongs to the entity licensed to practice the profession of selling weapons.

3. Items imported under the supervision of the Public Security (the department of weapons and explosives at the regional police) shall be collected from the port of arrival and transferred to the shop storeroom.

4. The supervising security authority (the department of weapons and explosives at the regional police) shall inspect the weapons storerooms to ensure that the conditions and instructions mentioned in the Regulations are implemented.

9/10: Conditions for storerooms:

1. The storerooms shall be built tightly and from non-flammable materials. The walls shall be made of cement bricks not less than 25 cm thick or of concrete.

2. The storeroom doors shall be of iron and reinforced tinplate with two locks. They shall not be of the type that opens inward.

3. A separate storeroom shall be for weapons only and another for ammunition, with the exception of the air weapons storerooms.

4. The electrical wiring and lighting shall be of a safe type that does not emit sparks or heat.

5. Provide adequate ventilation inside the storage area according to safety standards and secure natural ventilation openings, if any, with a solid metal fence with narrow openings.

6. Equip every storeroom with a temperature gauge and another for humidity percentage.

7. The storeroom size shall be commensurate with the required storage capacity.

8. The shelves and cabinets used in the storeroom shall be of iron.

9. The storeroom location shall be appropriate and away from any dangerous materials, with the provision of fire alarms and other anti-theft alarms.

10. Equip storerooms with firefighting equipment and devices.

11. Provide a modern television surveillance system at the entrance and interior area of the storeroom. The system shall have the features of documentation, timing, high visibility and the ability to work efficiently in low light.

9/11: Conditions for obtaining a license to carry and acquire individual firearms and hunting weapons:

1. The applicant shall be a Saudi citizen.

2. The applicant shall not be less than twenty-two years old.

3. The applicant shall have no criminal record.

4. The applicant shall have no security restrictions that prevent him from having the license.

5. The applicant shall not have a disability or a disease that prevents him from using weapons.

6. The components, mechanism of action or information of the weapon to be licensed shall not be modified.

7. Fill out the license application form.

9/12: Conditions for obtaining a license to carry air rifles:

1. The applicant shall be a Saudi citizen or a resident in Saudi Arabia.

2. The age of the license applicant shall not be less than twenty years, and if he is a resident, he shall not be less than twenty five years.

3. The components, mechanism of action or information of the rifle shall not be modified.

4. Fill out the license application form.

9/13: Ceding rules for licensed individual firearms, hunting weapons and air rifles:

1. The conditions for granting the license shall be met by the ceded person, with filling out the specific form.

2. The ceded weapon license shall be terminated when the new weapon license for the ceded person is issued. It shall be indicated in the new record that the weapon was ceded, with mentioning the ceding date.

3. The ceding of licensed weapons and ammunition to the State shall be free of charge.

9/14: The General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior with the participation of the Public Security and the relevant authorities shall determine the rules for importing, purchasing and using air rifles and handguns intended for anesthesia, fishing and other purposes.

9/15: The Public Security with the participation of the General Department of Weapons and Explosives in the Ministry of Interior shall set the rules governing the number of licenses for the activity of importing, purchasing, selling, repairing and distributing individual firearms, hunting weapons, air rifles, their accessories, spare parts and ammunition.

9/16: The bank guarantee is used to cover the costs resulting from the licensee’s failure to comply with his duties and the costs resulting from terminating the license.

9/17: It is permissible to exempt from implementing some of the rules, conditions and procedures mentioned in this Article, according to the Minister's authorization.

Article Ten:

10/1: Conditions for licensing Saudi establishments and companies to possess individual firearms, ammunition and accessories:

1. The beneficiary shall be one of the security companies or establishments authorized to work in the field of security guards or secured transportation; or petroleum companies authorized to work in the field of refining or petrochemicals; or other companies that have vital sites after the Minister's approval.

2. Those responsible for managing and regulating the circulation of weapons and ammunition shall be Saudi citizens and meet the conditions for carrying and acquiring individual firearms.

3. Provide storerooms for storing weapons and ammunition approved by the supervisory authority (the Public Security or the Supreme Commission for Industrial Security).

10/2: Procedures for licensing Saudi establishments and companies to possess individual firearms, ammunition and accessories:

1. The supervisory authority (the Public Security or the Supreme Commission for Industrial Security) receives the license application and forms a committee to determine the beneficiary need for weapons, ammunition, their types and quantity based on a field survey with the participation of the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior and the relevant authorities, then submits the application to the competent authority.

2. The General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior completes the procedures for providing weapons and ammunition from inside Saudi Arabia or importing them in case they are not available and clearing them.

3. Weapons and ammunition shall be delivered to the beneficiary under the supervision of the Public Security or the Facilities' Security Forces after taking their fingerprints by the forensics.

4. The beneficiary issues special permits to carry weapons for its employees according to the specific form.

5. The Public Security and the Facilities' Security Forces organize training programs on shooting for companies and establishments employees.

10/3: Rules of weapons circulation and storage for Saudi establishments and companies:

1. Weapons shall only be handed over to Saudi personnel in the field of security guarding who meet the conditions of carrying and acquiring individual firearms and who were previously trained to use them. It shall be only during the performance of guard duties that require the presence of weapons with them and according to records and data indicating the time and date of receiving and delivery and the type of work assigned according to the specific form.

2. It is prohibited to carry weapons and ammunition while moving outside workplace and time.

3. All weapons and ammunition storerooms shall be approved by the supervisory authority.

4. Weapons shall not be transferred between the branches of the beneficiary entity without the supervisory authority's permission.

5. The supervisory authority shall inspect and follow up the facility to ensure that the conditions and instructions stipulated in this Article are implemented.

6. In case that the establishments and companies licensed to possess weapons violate the Weapons and Ammunition Law, the security authority that detected the violation shall refer it to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior to take any action regarding the violation.

10/4: In case that the license is terminated or the activity is changed to another activity that does not require keeping weapons, ammunition and spare parts, they shall be handed over to the supervising security authority until they are ceded to a similar establishment or company or to be re-exported.

Article Twelve:

First: Conditions for obtaining a shooting club license:

Requirements for the applicant:

Conditions for a natural person:

- To be a Saudi citizen.

- The age of the license applicant shall not be less than 25 years.

- The applicant shall have no criminal record and security restrictions unless he is rehabilitated.

- The applicant shall be free of diseases that hinder him from practicing the activity.

Conditions for a legal person:

To be registered in the commercial registration if it is a commercial company. If it is a club, association or private establishment, it shall be licensed by the competent government authorities. In all cases, it shall fulfill all its legal status.

Second: Procedures and requirements for applying for a shooting club license:

1. The application for licensing the establishment of shooting clubs shall be submitted to the Public Security represented by the department of weapons and explosives in the regional police to ensure that the applicant’s requirements and the site security requirements are met, attached by the following:

a. A copy of the national ID if the applicant is a natural person, and a copy of the registration certificate and the establishment contract if the applicant is a company or establishment with copies of the owner(s) ID. In addition, a copy of a license by the competent authority if the applicant is a club, association, private establishment, or another legal person, indicating contact numbers, national address and e-mail.

b. A description of the project and its components including the ranges and ways of shooting to be provided by the club, the types of weapons and ammunition used, the quantity and distance of the shooting lanes, the devices and means used and the facilities and services.

c. A written declaration stating that the conditions and rules for practicing the activity have been reviewed and complied with.

2. The application is referred to the regional municipality and civil defense to approve the proposed site to practice the activity, and the applicant shall attach the following documents:

a. A location sketch of the proposed site and the adjacent areas, indicating the coordinates, lengths and size, and indicating that the site is owned or rented. If rented, the rental contract, or the promise to be rented, shall be attached.

b. A proof of the applicant's financial capability to establish shooting ranges, according to internationally recognized specifications, and to fulfill the requirements of the activity.

c. A full feasibility study for the project, and any documents or information useful in application assessment.

3. The request is submitted to the Public Security after completing the legal requirements, and then it is submitted to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior to be referred to the Permanent Committee.

4. The Permanent Committee shall study the request, verify that the required conditions are met and inspect the site when it is required. In case that the request justifications are completed, the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior shall submit recommendations to the Minister to issue an initial approval.

5. The Permanent Committee informs the applicant of the initial approval issuance.

6. The applicant shall, within one hundred and eighty days from the date of his notification of the initial approval issuance, submit the initial architectural sketches to obtain the approval of the Permanent Committee, with the determination of an approved engineering consultant office and a licensed contractor. In case that this period elapses without submitting the required, the initial approval shall be considered null unless the delay was for a reason acceptable to the committee.
7. After the initial architectural sketches are approved, the applicant submits the final executive architectural sketches within one hundred and eighty days from the date of his notification of that approval. The sketches shall include the security, architectural, structural, electrical, mechanical and safety layouts in addition to the time period for the project construction. The sketches approval by the regional Municipality, Civil Defense and Police (or their representatives) shall be attached. In case that this period elapses without submitting the final sketches, the initial approval will be considered null, unless the delay is for a reason acceptable to the committee.

8. The project construction period shall not exceed two years from the date of notifying the applicant of the approval of the final sketches unless the delay is for a reason acceptable to the committee.

9. The Permanent Committee shall check the club after the construction completion and make sure that the applicant submits proves confirming the completion of all construction works and the contractor's responsibility for the project execution as set in the sketches. The necessary approvals and certificates from the regional Municipality, Civil Defense and Police (or their representatives) shall be attached as well as the required bank guarantee. A manager and assistant manager for the club shall be namely assigned.

10. The license is issued after the Minister's approval based on the Permanent Committee recommendation after ensuring that all the requirements and conditions are complete. Exemption from some of the rules, conditions and procedures mentioned in this Article may be granted under the Minister's authorization.

11. The license shall be valid for a period of three years, and the relevant authorities shall be provided with a copy of it. The license shall be renewed for a similar period upon the recommendation of the Permanent Committee whenever the licensee complies with the necessary conditions for the license.

12. The license may not be ceded and its ownership may not be amended without the written consent of the competent authority.

Third: The Permanent Committee:

The Permanent Committee is formed by the Minister's decision and headed by the General Department of Weapons and Explosives in the Ministry. The members are the Public Security, the Saudi Shooting Federation, the General Directorate of Civil Defense, Department of Projects and Facilities Affairs at the Ministry of Interior. It shall be specialized in the following:

- Enacts the rules governing the number of clubs and their distribution in proportion to the population density of cities and governorates when needed.

- Studies requests to establish shooting clubs and approves their proposed sites.

- Approves the sketches, studies the causes of delay in project execution and takes necessary action regarding that.

- Enacts the rules governing the clubs' need for weapons and ammunition, how to provide them, and how the inventory is followed up.

- Studies the requests submitted by the licensees to add or modify the facility in accordance with the requirements mentioned in the Law and Regulations.

- Prepares an instructive form for the work regulations within the club to clarify the tasks, duties and the membership types, conditions and approval.

- Determines the conditions for granting licenses for professionals who work in shooting clubs.

- Forms regional sub-committees to carry out some of the Committee's tasks, whenever needed.

- Other specialties and tasks entrusted by the Minister. The Committee may seek the assistance of whomever it deems appropriate of those who are experienced to practice its specialties.

Fourth: Technical specifications for shooting ranges:

a. Outdoor shooting range:

1. The size of ​​the proposed site shall not be less than 125,000 m2, and the length shall be almost twice the width.

2. The distance between the proposed site and residential real estates, hospitals, schools, oil pipelines, gas shops, petrol stations or any vital facility shall not be less than 5 km.

3. The distance between the site and electrical grids, communications, archaeological sites and natural reserves shall not be less than 2 km.

4. The shooting range shall be designed in a direction opposite to the sun's direction so that the targets are facing north or south.

5. A soil berm behind the shooting targets shall be made. It shall extend a distance of 50 meters or until it meets both sides of the range with a height of not less than 8 meters and the thickness of the berm top is not less than 1 meter, taking into account the territorial nature of the site.

6. The distance between the shooters shall not be less than 1.5 meters, and the targets shall be at different distances not exceeding 300 meters.

7. Few red warning flags shall be raised at separate distances over the soil berm and every corner of the shooting range.

8. The shooting range shall be surrounded by a security fence or concrete wall from all directions.

9. The seating area of spectators and shooters shall be in the opposite direction to the targets shaded and at a distance of no less than 40 meters from the nearest place where the shooting takes place.

b. The closed outdoor shooting range:

1. The size of ​​the proposed site shall not be less than 12,500 m2, and the length shall be approximately twice the width.

2. The distance between the proposed site and residential real estates, hospitals, schools, oil pipelines, gas shops, petrol stations, electrical grids, communications, archaeological sites and nature reserves or any vital facility shall not be less than 2 km.

3. Provide a bullet trap behind the shooting targets extends to cover the area behind the targets, so as to prevent the exit of bullets and direct penetration. Also, it prevents bounced projectiles, entry fragments, fragments and back wall corrosion.

4. The distance between shooters shall not be less than 1.5 meters, and the targets shall be on different distances not exceeding 300 meters.
5. Provide a bulletproof sunshade cover capable to absorb projectiles or convert them into fragments. It starts from behind the shooting line by at least three feet and extends forward for a distance of thirteen feet as a minimum. So, it is geometrically perpendicular to the first upper barrier to prevent any weapon from direct shooting out of the range.

6. Install overhead barriers to prevent bullets from shooting outside the range, regardless of the shooting location.

7. The shooting range shall be surrounded by a concrete wall from all directions.

8. The seating area of spectators and shooters shall be in the direction opposite the targets and be safe and shielded from bullets.

c. Indoor shooting range:

1. The proposed building size shall not be less than 900 m2.

2. The range walls shall be of cement concrete, masonry bricks or reinforced iron with a thickness suitable to resist bullet penetration. They shall be lined with the appropriate layer of rubber or any other suitable material to absorb stray bullets and prevent noise resulting from shooting.

3. The ceilings shall be strong so that they are able to withstand heavyweights such as protection devices and sound reducing materials, and their height shall not be less than 3 meters.

4. The ceilings of the range shall be provided with steel barriers of sufficient thickness and covered with a layer of suitable materials to protect lighting, AC ducting and target holder machines from stray bullets.

5. The floor shall be of non-porous cement concrete, smooth and suitably thick. It shall contain openings to drain cleaning water.

6. Bullet traps shall be placed behind the targets made of reinforced iron with appropriate angles to prevent bullet ricochet, or rubber straps to end the path of projectiles.

7. The distance between shooters shall not be less than 1.5 meters.

8. Shooter booths shall contain barriers that cannot be penetrated by bullets and do not obstruct the vision of the shooting supervisor.

9. Provide an adequate ventilation system by installing air pumpers behind the shooters, fans and filters to expel smoke at the end of the range.

10. Provide an automatic fire extinguishing system.

11. Provide devices to detect high-level bullets.

12. Install suitable lighting that is free from flash and brightness, and provide emergency lighting that works on batteries in case of a power outage.

13. Provide manual or electromechanical machines to carry and move targets and change them without depending on walking in the range, or provide an electronic system for monitoring targets.

Fifth: General provisions:

- Provide an unconditional bank guarantee to the Ministry of Interior from a local bank, valid for a period of three years, in the amount of five hundred thousand Saudi Riyals, to be used to cover costs resulting from the licensee’s failure to comply with his duties.

- When designing a shooting range, it shall be taken into account the availability of support services, such as adequate parking lots, a praying room, restrooms, changing rooms, seating areas for spectators, a cafeteria area, places designated for administration staff, places for guarding and security, and workshops for weapon maintenance and cleaning.

- When designing a shooting range, take into account the rainwater drainage.

- The road leading to the proposed site shall be paved or dirt road.

- Entry and exit from the shooting range shall be through one gate.

- A storeroom for weapons and another for ammunition, both shall meet the requirements mentioned in Article (9/10).

- A control room shall be made for the shooting range, through which it is possible to have the maximum possible visibility of the range and to transmit orders.

- A modern television surveillance system shall be provided that covers all club sites and contains documentation and time features with high resolution and has the ability to operate efficiently in low light.

- The safety requirements, the Civil Defense prevention and protection requirements against fire, and the Ministry of Municipal and Rural Affairs site requirements shall be adhered to.

- The supervisory authority may allow the club to store weapons and ammunition licensed for members used in the shooting range.

- The supervisory authority may allow the club to hold the necessary training courses to obtain weapon licenses.

- Provide shooting ranges with the latest equipment and technical devices, and employing specialized technical and training personnel.

- Contract with one of the licensed private civil security guarding companies or establishments to provide a sufficient number of guards all the time, after the approval of the supervising security authority.

- Get the approval of the supervising security authority when appointing the club manager, weapons and ammunition storerooms manager, their assistant managers, the shooting trainer, and the weapon maintenance officer. No one of them shall be substituted without the said authority's approval.

- Provide any additional requirements that the supervising security authority deems required for the security interest.

- Provide an electronic system through which to check the inventory, storage and circulation of weapons and ammunition. It also registers the data of practitioners according to the requirements of the supervising security authority.

- Provide insurance coverage for damages that may arise from accidents related to the practice of such activity.

- Pay the necessary financial fees for practicing this activity.

Sixth: Conditions for approving a shooting practitioner:

a. Conditions for practicing members:

- He shall not be less than fifteen years old, with the approval of a legal guardian for those under the age of eighteen.

- He shall not suffer from any mental or neurological disease or a physical disability that prevents him from using the weapon properly according to a medical examination.

- He shall not be criminally or security restricted.

- A pledge to abide by the club laws and regulations.

- Those who are twelve years old and above may practice shooting only with air weapons alongside their legal guardian. People with special needs who have the ability to practice shooting based on an approved medical report may practice shooting.

b. Conditions for visitors:

- He shall not be less than fifteen years old, with the written consent of his legal guardian for those under the age of eighteen.

- His use of weapons shall not pose a threat to public safety.

Seventh: Security and safety requirements that shall be taken into account when operating shooting clubs:

- Conduct regular checks and tests for shooting ranges, equipment, electrical installations and all means and equipment for firefighting, and immediately repair any malfunction or defect.

- Clean the range continuously and remove any hazardous materials and sediments.

- Ensure regularly the effectiveness of the television surveillance system.

- Control the movement inside the club to prevent the entry of non-specialized and non-authorized persons to all the club sites.

- Shooting shall only take place with authorized weapons and ammunition and under the supervision of the club trainers.

- Wear eye and ear protection while shooting.

- Shooters shall not speak while shooting or exchanging weapons.

- Personal items shall not be placed near the firing line, and be placed in the designated places.

- Smoking shall be strictly prohibited in all club sites except for the one designated for that.

- Always make sure that all of the club members and visitors abide by the club laws and regulations, and provide an introduction to the use of weapons for new members.

- Ensure that weapons shall be safe and clean before use.

- All weapons shall be free of ammunition, except for ready-to-fire situations.

- Weapons shall be in their bags or boxes while transferred between the club facilities.

- It is prohibited to store weapons and ammunition in one storeroom.

- Adhere to the real capacity of the storeroom, and not accumulate stored items that exceed the capacity.

- Place the stored items on metal shelves, and not place them directly on the ground.

- Always keep the storeroom clean and organized, and dispose of the storeroom waste.

Eighth: Club Supervision:

a. The Public Security shall supervise and regularly inspect the clubs, follow up the inventory of weapons and ammunition, and supervise guarding and violation control.

b. The Saudi Arabian Shooting Federation shall supervise shooting competitions.

c. The Public Security shall supervise the training courses held in the clubs.

d. The General Directorate of Civil Defense shall follow up the implementation of fire prevention and protection requirements.

Ninth: License termination:

The license shall be terminated by the Minister of Interior decision in the following cases:

a. When the licensee loses his legal capacity, or the facility loses its legal capacity either by period expiry or its bankruptcy declaration.

b. When changing the club location, making changes in its components, or ceding its ownership without the competent authority approval.

c. The death of the licensee, provided that the facility shall be ceded to one of the heirs or another person who meets the conditions.

d. When ceding the license.

Article Thirteen:

13/1: Procedures and conditions for the transit of hunting weapons:

a. The application shall be submitted to Saudi Arabia’s representations abroad or to the Minister of Interior for those inside Saudi Arabia, indicating the name and nationality with a detailed list of the weapons and ammunition.

b. If the transit is for the purpose of hunting, the name and nationality of the convoy owner, the names and nationalities of those accompanying the convoy, the types of weapons and ammunition, and vehicles and their plate numbers shall be indicated.

c. Determine the destination country and attach what proves its consent to the entry of the convoy, weapons and ammunition.

d. The competent authority shall provide the Customs and security authorities with the names of persons to be authorized to transit for the purpose of hunting.

e. The Customs shall inventory and check weapons and ammunition, and then seize them using red wax upon entry to Saudi Arabia and notify the exit port of this.

f. The Customs shall prepare the necessary permit for the transit and provide the competent authority with a copy of it.

13/2: Procedures and conditions for the transit of personal protection weapons:

a. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs shall provide the Customs with the available information on weapons, ammunition quantity and their holders.

b. The Customs shall check the weapon information and the ammunition quantity, and provide security authorities with a copy of that upon arrival and departure.

c. Adopting the principle of reciprocity and case-by-case basis.

13/3: Procedures and rules for traveling outside Saudi Arabia while accompanying hunting weapons for the purpose of hunting:

a. The request shall be submitted to the Minister attached by copies of the permits and the destination country approval.

b. The competent authority shall complete the necessary legal procedures.

c. The exit and entry of weapons and ammunition shall be through the official Customs ports.

d. The Customs shall match weapons and ammunition when they return with the exit information.

e. In case that weapons are lost, stolen or damaged, a proof of this certified by Saudi Arabia's embassy shall be brought.

Article Fifteen:

Information on handguns, ammunition and their licenses shall be registered in special records according to the form prepared.

Article Eighteen:

Weapons and ammunition whose licenses were terminated, after the Public Security informs the licensee, his heirs, his legal representative or the legal guardian of minors and takes his written consent to dispose of weapons and ammunition whose licenses were terminated, shall be disposed of according to the following:

18/1: If the licensee does not meet one of the license conditions or desires to terminate it, he or his legal representative shall cede it to another person who meets the conditions for carrying and acquiring the ceded weapon.

18/2: If the licensee dies, the heirs, their legal representative or the legal guardian of minors shall cede it to one of the heirs or to another person who meets the conditions for carrying and acquiring the ceded weapon.

18/3: The weapons and ammunition mentioned in Paragraphs 18/1 and 18/2 shall be ceded within ninety days from the date of license termination. The said period may be extended for one time for a reason accepted by the Public Security. When the said period expires before disposing of, the weapons and ammunition shall be surrendered to the State for free.

18/4: When it is decided that a licensed resident to permanently leave Saudi Arabia, he shall cede it to another person who meets the conditions for carrying and acquiring the ceded weapon or transfer it and its ammunition outside Saudi Arabia after the approval of the distention country. In case that the weapons and ammunition are not disposed of, they shall be surrendered to the State for free.

Article Nineteen:

19/1: Procedures to be followed in case of terminating the activity of importing, purchasing, selling and repairing individual firearms, hunting weapons, their spare parts, accessories and ammunition:

1. If the license termination results from missing one of the conditions for practicing the activity or from the licensee’s desire to terminate his license, he or his legal representative shall be notified to dispose of what in the shop, such as the individual firearms, hunting weapons, their spare parts, accessories and ammunition, either by selling them to another licensed shop or exporting them after the approval of the competent authorities in the destination country.

2. If the license termination results from death, the heirs of the deceased or their representative shall be notified to cede the activity to one of the heirs or another person who meets the conditions for the license to practice such activity, or to dispose of what in the shop in accordance with Paragraph 19/1/1.

3. In case that it is not possible to dispose of individual firearms, hunting weapons, their spare parts, accessories and ammunition, or re-export them, a committee from the Public Security and the relevant authorities shall be formed to take the necessary measures after a report submitted to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior.

Article Twenty:

a. When the licensee desires to terminate his license or change his activity, a committee of the security authorities shall be formed to list and dispose of his ammunition and spare parts, either by selling them to another licensed shop or re-exporting them.

b. In case that ammunition or spare parts cannot be disposed of or re-exported to their original source, a committee from the security authorities shall be formed to report that to the competent authority.

Article Twenty-One:

21/1: Whoever is rehabilitated for a criminal record or security record.

21/2: Whoever is convicted of negligence to maintain his licensed weapon and two years have passed from the date of sentence execution, and he meets the license conditions.

21/3: Whoever is proven to have cured, according to a medical report, from suffering a mental, neurological or psychiatric disease.

21/4: Whoever previously surrendered his licensed weapons and wants to get a license and meets the conditions.

Article Twenty-Two:

The nearest police station shall be reported to within fifteen days from the date of the license loss or damage to issue a license replacement, provided that it includes all the lost license information.

Article Twenty-Three:

23/1: Acquisition means: to possess a weapon with a legal license, keep it in a safe place, and not to carry it and move around with it without the approval of Public Security.

23/2: A license for acquisition may be granted for more than one individual firearm with ammunition not exceeding a hundred rounds for each weapon, and it is not permissible to license more than one hundred rounds for each weapon except with the Minister's approval in special cases.

Article Twenty-Four:

24/1: Carrying means: to carry a weapon and move with it in the permissible places only.

24/2: A license is granted to carry one fire handgun with ammunition not exceeding one hundred rounds. Carrying other types of individual firearms or carrying more than one hundred rounds for each weapon may not be licensed except with the Minister's approval in special cases.

Article Twenty-Five:

25/1: The validity period of licenses to import, sell or repair individual firearms, air rifles or antique rifles, in addition to shooting clubs or licenses to possess weapons for establishments and companies whose work nature requires their employees to be armed shall be three years from the date of issuance. They may be renewed for a similar period, provided that a renewal request shall be submitted within ninety days prior to the license expiration date.

25/2: The validity period for licenses to carry or acquire individual firearms, hunting weapons and air rifles shall be five years, provided that they are renewed within ninety days prior to their expiration date in accordance with the license conditions and procedures.

Article Twenty-Seven:

The Minister of Interior may, in necessary cases, compensate for the value of the weapon and ammunition when the public interest requires that the weapon shall not remain with the licensees based on the recommendation of the competent security authorities.
Weapon repair and maintenance

Article Twenty-Eight:

28/1: Conditions for obtaining a license to practice the activity of repairing individual firearms, hunting weapons and air rifles:

1. The applicant shall be a Saudi citizen.

2. The applicant shall not be less than twenty five years old.

3. He shall be free from any disabilities and diseases that hinder him from practicing such activity.

4. He shall have no criminal record.

5. He shall have no security restrictions that prevent him from practicing such activity.

6. He shall have a commercial registration or be licensed by the competent government authorities if it is a club, association or private establishment.

7. He shall sign a declaration indicating the following:

a. The mechanism of the weapon or its ammunition shall not be modified to make it more dangerous.

b. The profession of weapon repair shall not be practiced without having a training course in the field of weapon repair from an accredited institution or having educational certificates approved by the Public Security in this field.

c. The profession of weapon repair shall not be practiced outside the licensed shop.

d. Any unlicensed weapon shall not be repaired.

28/2: Procedures for obtaining a license to practice the activity of repairing individual firearms, hunting weapons and air rifles:

1. The license request shall be submitted to the Public Security, represented by the weapons and explosives departments in the regional police stations, according to the prepared form.

2. The request shall be submitted to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior after being studied by the Public Security and ensured that the necessary conditions are met for obtaining the Minister’s initial approval of the request.

3. After the approval is issued, the applicant shall be given a period of one hundred and eighty days from the date of his notification of issuance to complete the following requirements:

a. Equip the shop and submit a certificate from the Public Security stating that the security requirements are met, and a certificate from the Civil Defense stating that the safety requirements are met.

b. Submit a copy of the national ID or a copy of the registration certificate and the incorporation contract with copies of the owners' IDs if the applicant is a company or commercial establishment.

c. Submit a copy of a valid commercial registration or a copy of what proves that there is a license from the competent government authorities if the applicant is a club, association or private establishment.

4. In case that the requirements cannot be completed within the specified period, the approval shall be considered null unless the delay is for a reason acceptable to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior.

5. When the procedures are completed, the application shall be submitted to the General Department of Weapons and Explosives at the Ministry of Interior to issue the license.

6. The Public Security (General Department of Weapons and Explosives) shall organize records for repair shops licenses.

28/3: Conditions that shall be met by a weapon repair professional:

1. He shall not have any disabilities and diseases that hinder him from practicing this profession.

2. He shall have no criminal record.

3. He shall not have any security restrictions that prevent practicing this profession.

4. He shall have a training course in the field of weapon repair from an accredited institution, or educational certificates in the field of weapon repair approved by the Public Security.

28/4: Conditions and specifications that shall be met by a weapon repair shop:

1. The shop shall not be near dangerous shops and places, and meet safety requirements, and be located in the places where practicing such activity is allowed.

2. It shall be built of concrete and not contain combustible materials.

3. A certificate from the Public Security and another from the Civil Defense stating that the security and safety requirements in the maintenance workshop are fulfilled.

4. Weapons intended for repair shall be kept in iron safes that are tightly locked.

5. The shop external door shall be made of reinforced iron tinplate and locked with at least two locks.

28/5: General provisions:
1. The weapon intended for repair and maintenance shall have a valid license.

2. Do not store any live ammunition in the repair shop.

3. Do not test the weapon with live ammunition.

4. Do not make any modifications to the components of the weapon, its mechanism or its information.

5. The shop shall have records to inventory the weapons received for the purpose of repair and maintenance, indicating the information of the weapon, its owner, and the date of receipt and delivery.

6. Upon receipt of the weapon, the shop shall provide its owner with a receipt indicating the date and time of receipt.

7. The regional police stations and civil defense departments shall inspect the shops located in their area of ​​competence to check the extent of their compliance with the stipulated conditions and submit the inspection results to the Public Security.
Special Provisions for Diplomats, Residents and Official Delegations

Article Thirty-Two:

32/1: Procedures for bringing in the weapons of Saudi diplomatic and consular personnel working abroad:

1. A diplomatic or consular employee submits his request to the Saudi Arabia embassy to bring his individual firearm (type: handgun). The request shows personal and weapon information including the weapon number, caliber, country of manufacture, brand, model and ammunition quantity.

2. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs shall contact the competent authority to request releasing the weapon and ammunition.

3. When the weapon is released, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Customs and Public Security shall be provided a copy of the procedures taken.

4. The competent authority shall receive the weapon from Customs to issue the license and hand it back to its owner.
32/2: Conditions for bringing in the weapons of Saudi diplomatic and consular personnel working abroad:

1. The weapon attended to be brought shall be among the permitted weapons and licensed by the State where the owner works.

2. The applicant shall never bring in a weapon before.

3. The applicant shall meet the weapon license conditions.
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
